MeCAS Assessment Data 2008Ð2009: Assessment data for reading and mathematics 
are provided for Grades 3Ð8 and high school. Data is disaggregated to explain perfor-
mance by subgroups. The MeCAS data is from the tests given in the spring of 2009. 

Adequate Yearly Progress (AYP): Accountability information is provided for how 
well districts and schools are progressing toward all students being proÞ cient in 
reading and mathematics. This system has been established to comply with the ac-
countability provisions of No Child Left Behind, which require, among other things, 
that each school makes ÒAdequate Yearly ProgressÓ (AYP) toward meeting a national 
goal of all students being ÒproÞ cientÓ in reading and mathematics by the school year 
2013Ð2014. 

QualiÞ cations of Teachers: Information about the qualiÞ cations of teachers is pro-
vided for three areas: 1) the professional qualiÞ cations of teachers; 2) the percentage 
of teachers with emergency or conditional certiÞ cates; and 3) the percentage of classes 
not taught by teachers who are highly qualiÞ ed in core academic areas such as math-
ematics, science, social studies, etc. This data is intended to help you understand the 
backgrounds and preparation of the teachers who are working with your child.

National Assessment of Educational Progress (NAEP): Data from the 2006Ð2007 
NAEP results is displayed, allowing you to evaluate the performance of students in 
Maine with the performance of students across the nation or in other states. Students 
take the NAEP in reading and mathematics every two years. When reviewing these 
results, it is important to keep in mind that the NAEP results are based on a sample of 
schools and students across Maine, not all Maine schools and students.
